Highlights
* Interns are placed in military child care programs that serve
children and youth from birth to age 18 on military installations
around the world.

* Interns receive a broad range of experiences during the internship
such as working in child development centers, school age programs
or youth centers; enhancing programmatic or child care efforts;
connecting families to support systems; and engaging new youth
or families in various programs.

* While each intern experience is unique, interns will have the
opportunity to work in both programmatic and management areas
to further their understanding of child care management.

* Interns can also work with their school and the internship coordinator to see if the internship counts
for academic credit — and, if so, to go over the requirements needed to receive academic credit at
their school.

* Applicants must be a degree-seeking student (or recent graduate) majoring in child care, youth
development, human development, education, recreation, or a similar program.

* To apply for the program, an applicant must also meet the following requirements:
— Be a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident
— Have a GPA of at least 2.75/4.0
— Have completed at least five semesters of college classes by the start of the internship
— Plan to pursue a professional career similar to the major

* ’The application requires an essay of 600 or fewer words, two recommendation forms and
official transcripts.
