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Background
Morale, Welfare and Recreation offers a wide variety of programs and services including those associated with boating and marinas, bowling, golf, horse stables and other special interests. These options provide service members and their families with opportunities to build personal skills and enjoy leisure time at military installations around the world. Most are revenue-generating, Category C programs that collect fees from patrons. Programs at designated remote and isolated locations may receive appropriated-fund support at the Category B level.
Program highlights
Boating and marinas – Boating and marina programs vary across the services. They are generally classified as community-support programs and receive Category B funding through a combination of appropriated and nonappropriated funds. Many marinas offer private-boat berthing and storage, water-related equipment rentals, lessons, retail and food and beverage operations.
Bowling – Bowling programs are full range and include lessons, open-play bowling, league bowling and tournaments and food and beverage operations. Bowling activities at centers with 16 lanes or less are Category B. Activities at centers with more than 16 lanes are Category C. 
Golf – Golf programs are full range and include open play, tournaments, golf lessons, golf resale, driving range and food and beverage operations. All golf activities are Category C.
Stables – Installation stables provide horse rentals for recreational riding. Some installations provide additional services such as boarding, organized events and competitions. Stables that use government-owned or leased horses and do not offer boarding are Category B programs. Stables that offer boarding of privately-owned horses are Category C programs.
Special-interest recreational programs – These highly-specialized programs are supported by user fees and designed to appeal to limited audiences. They include aero clubs, parachuting and skydiving, scuba diving and rod and gun clubs.


Eligibility
Unlimited use of Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs and services is authorized to active-duty service members (Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard) and their families, reserves (Individual Ready Reserve, National Guard, reservists in training) and their families, cadets of service academies and U.S. Merchant Marine and their families, active-duty commissioned corps of the Public Health Service and commissioned corps of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, retirees from active duty and reserves and their families, honorably-discharged veterans with 100 percent disability and involuntarily-separated service members under the Transition Assistance Management Program and their families, Medal of Honor recipients and their families, Department of Defense and Coast Guard civilians stationed outside the United States and their families, unremarried surviving spouses and orphans of personnel who died on active duty or in retired status, and unremarried former spouses who were married to the service member for 20 years during active duty. 
Based on local demand and capacity, installation commanders may grant eligibility to Department of Defense civilians and families stationed inside the United States, Department of Defense contract personnel, other federal employees, guests and members of the general public and other categories.
