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Background
Morale, Welfare and Recreation hospitality and lodging programs provide service members and their families with access to high-quality food, beverage and entertainment services, access to membership and non-membership clubs, joint service recreation centers, recreational lodging opportunities and lodging associated with temporary duty travel and permanent change of station. 
Key points
Food, beverage and entertainment programs – These programs include restaurants and snack bars, beverage, social catering and other service-themed food operations and entertainment programs. The food and beverage activities, excluding name-brand fast food, may be operated as stand-alone operations or in conjunction with other Morale, Welfare and Recreation operations. 
Membership and non-membership clubs – These programs may include food and beverage, catering, social events, entertainment and other services normally associated with a membership organization. Membership and the payment of dues are at the discretion of each service. 
Joint service facilities and military service recreation centers – These programs include facilities and programs operated by one service for eligible patrons for the primary purpose of providing rest and recreational activities. This includes Armed Forces Recreation Centers and service-specific recreation sites.
Recreational lodging programs – These programs include lodging facilities and services such as camping, hotel-like lodging, cabins, cottages, trailers and recreational vehicle parks collocated with military recreational areas. 
Temporary duty and permanent change of station lodging facilities – These quality lodging facilities are designed to meet the official travel needs of active-duty service members and their families who are on temporary duty status or moving. 


Eligibility
Unlimited use of Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs and services is authorized to active-duty service members (Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard) and their families, reserves (Individual Ready Reserve, National Guard, reservists in training) and their families, cadets of service academies and U.S. Merchant Marine and their families, active-duty commissioned corps of the Public Health Service and commissioned corps of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, retirees from active duty and reserves and their families, honorably-discharged veterans with 100 percent disability and involuntarily-separated service members under the Transition Assistance Management Program and their families, Medal of Honor recipients and their families, Department of Defense and Coast Guard civilians stationed outside the United States and their families, unremarried surviving spouses and orphans of personnel who died on active duty or in retired status, and unremarried former spouses who were married to the service member for 20 years during active duty. 
Based on local demand and capacity, installation commanders may grant eligibility to Department of Defense civilians and families stationed inside the United States, Department of Defense contract personnel, other federal employees, guests and members of the general public and other categories.
