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Background
The Department of Defense makes library resources accessible to the military community wherever members serve through installation libraries and the Morale, Welfare and Recreation Digital Library. The Libraries and Information Services program is classified as mission sustaining (Category A) and is supported almost entirely with appropriated funds. The Libraries and Information Services program does not generally include libraries with the primary purpose of providing technical reference and information related to training centers, military occupational specialty education or Department of Defense scientific facilities.
Program highlights
Installation library resources – Installation library resources include print media such as books, magazines and newspapers and digital media such as eBooks, DVDs and audiobooks. Installation libraries offer book clubs, classes and events, the Morale, Welfare and Recreation Summer Reading Club and more. Many provide access to computers, internet and office equipment such as copiers and fax machines. 
Morale, Welfare and Recreation Digital Library resources – These resources include College Level Examination Program practice exams, an electronic reference library on technology and digital media, the Morningstar Investment Research Center, the Gale Student Research Center and TumbleBooks for beginning readers.
Accessibility – All service members and their families can use installation libraries and the Morale, Welfare and Recreation Digital Library, which is especially ideal for deployed service members and members of the military community who are not near an installation. Its resources are available 24/7 anywhere in the world where there is internet access. Hours vary at brick-and-mortar installation libraries.
Logging in to the digital library – Service members and their families will be prompted to log in or create a username and password to access the Morale, Welfare and Recreation Digital Library.


Eligibility
Unlimited use of Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs and services is authorized to active-duty service members (Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard) and their families, reserves (Individual Ready Reserve, National Guard, reservists in training) and their families, cadets of service academies and U.S. Merchant Marine and their families, active-duty commissioned corps of the Public Health Service and commissioned corps of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, retirees from active duty and reserves and their families, honorably-discharged veterans with 100 percent disability and involuntarily-separated service members under the Transition Assistance Management Program and their families, Medal of Honor recipients and their families, Department of Defense and Coast Guard civilians stationed outside the United States and their families, unremarried surviving spouses and orphans of personnel who died on active duty or in retired status, and unremarried former spouses who were married to the service member for 20 years during active duty. 
Based on local demand and capacity, installation commanders may grant eligibility to Department of Defense civilians and families stationed inside the United States, Department of Defense contract personnel, other federal employees, guests and members of the general public and other categories.
