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Background
Warfighter and Family Services encompasses a variety of Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs designed to enhance individuals’ quality of life and increase unit family readiness. These programs assist commanders, service members and their families in managing the competing demands of military mission and family. The military services have the discretion to operate Warfighter and Family Services programs as Category A Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs. 
Key points
Mobility and deployment assistance – These programs and support activities help service members and their families manage the challenges of mobilization and deployments before, during and after they occur.
Information and referral – These programs link individuals with the sources and resources that are best suited to addressing their needs.
Relocation assistance – These programs provide support, information, preparation and education for managing the demands of mobile military life through briefings, workshops, sponsorship and counseling.
Personal financial management – These programs are conducted by specially trained counselors and provide personal and family financial education, information services and assistance.
Employment assistance – These programs are conducted by specially trained counselors and help military spouses and other family members find public- and private-sector employment through workshops, career counseling, self-employment skills, job referrals and guidance on self-employment in government quarters.
Family life education – These programs are designed for prevention and enrichment. They provide individuals, couples and families with knowledge, social relationship skills and support throughout the family life cycle by enhancing self-esteem, strengthening interpersonal competencies and offering educational activities.


Crisis assistance – This program provides immediate, short-term assistance in response to an acute crisis situation and is designed to initiate actions necessary for restoration of functioning to the pre-crisis level. 
Volunteer coordination – This program enhances effective recruitment, reimbursement, training, supervision, recognition, logistical support and use of volunteers on an installation.
Eligibility
Unlimited use of Morale, Welfare and Recreation programs and services is authorized to active-duty service members (Army, Marine Corps, Navy, Air Force, Coast Guard) and their families, reserves (Individual Ready Reserve, National Guard, reservists in training) and their families, cadets of service academies and U.S. Merchant Marine and their families, active-duty commissioned corps of the Public Health Service and commissioned corps of the National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration, retirees from active duty and reserves and their families, honorably-discharged veterans with 100 percent disability and involuntarily-separated service members under the Transition Assistance Management Program and their families, Medal of Honor recipients and their families, Department of Defense and Coast Guard civilians stationed outside the United States and their families, unremarried surviving spouses and orphans of personnel who died on active duty or in retired status, and unremarried former spouses who were married to the service member for 20 years during active duty. 
Based on local demand and capacity, installation commanders may grant eligibility to Department of Defense civilians and families stationed inside the United States, Department of Defense contract personnel, other federal employees, guests and members of the general public and other categories.
