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Background 
The DoD Transition Assistance Program provides information, tools and training to ensure service members and their spouses are prepared to transition into civilian life as they pursue education, find public or private sector job or start their own business. In 2013, TAP was redesigned as a cohesive, modular, outcome-based program to standardize the opportunities, services and training service members receive to better prepare them for their post-military career goals.

Program highlights 
· Transition GPS — The redesigned TAP is an outcome-based curriculum known as Transition GPS — Goals, Plans, Success, which guides the way the military prepares service members transitioning to civilian life. Transition GPS includes a core curriculum and individually chosen modules on education, career technical training and entrepreneurship.
Curriculum design — The Transition GPS provides skill-building training, services, resources and tools that assist service members in meeting the Career Readiness Standards. Service members demonstrate achievement of these standards through a verification process called Capstone.
Military Life Cycle — Service members receive the Transition GPS at key points throughout their military careers, which allows them time within their military service to plan for a civilian career. The program is available to spouses during the service member’s transition planning.
Delivery methods — Transition GPS modules are delivered by the military services and partnering agencies in a classroom setting on installations. Transition GPS Virtual Curriculum is also available through Joint Knowledge Online anytime a service member or spouse is unable to attend the classroom training.
Program evaluation — The success of TAP is evaluated in the following ways:
Post-assessments
Military installation site visits
Career Readiness Standards data


Eligibility 
Every service member — without exception — will receive preseparation counseling. Active-duty, National Guard and reserve service members and their spouses are eligible for DoD TAP.
Program availability
DoD TAP Transition GPS is delivered on installations, and the virtual curriculum is available through Joint Knowledge Online.
